RAMP LAYOUT WHICH PROVIDES AN ACCESSIBLE CLEAR
PATH OF TRAVEL.

2. USE OF PAVING STONES AS SHOWN IS HELPFUL TO THE
VISUALLY IMPAIRED WHILE NOT BEING AN OBSTACLE FOR
WHEELCHAIR USERS OR OTHER PEDESTRIANS. PAVING
STONE EDGING AS SHOWN PROVIDES A TACTILE CUE FOR
THE VISUALLY IMPAIRED BY DEFINING THE EDGES OF
SIDEWALK AND OUTLINING AREAS TO BE USED FOR
STREET FURNITURE. TO OUTLINE THE CROSSWALK,
TEXURED AND/OR COLOURED CONCRETE OR OTHER
MATERIALS MAY BE USED INSTEAD OF PAVING STONES.

3. PAVING STONES DO NOT ENCROACH ON THE SIDEWALK'S
CLEAR PATH OF TRAVEL.
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
