	General Program  Eligibility 
	For purposes of the GreenTRIP program:

“Public transit” means a transportation system available to the public in an urban and surrounding area, using vehicles designed for use by multiple individuals, with fares, regular schedules and routes that are planned and available in advance. 
Eligible Applicants:

Owner/operators of public transit services which may include: 
· Municipalities;  Regional entities ; Métis settlements;

· Non-profit organizations; Private sector - in partnership with Municipalities

Does NOT include: 

· Individuals ;  Federal government departments or agencies

· First Nations (under federal jurisdiction)

Eligible Projects

May include capital investment in: 

· public transit systems, including bus and LRT, that provide service to local and regional communities and reduce traffic congestion;

· inter-municipal public transit facilities including regional transit terminals and facilities, park and ride lots;

· purchase of public transit vehicles (LRT vehicles; buses – may be powered by hybrids, clean-diesel, natural gas, fuel cells;

· other related projects that the Minister of Transportation deems eligible under the program. 

Does NOT include:

· Operating and maintenance costs

· Existing projects (defined as projects under construction, advertised & tendered) - as of July 8, 2008.

· Research and Development studies 

· Goods and freight movement initiatives (alternate power units, streamlining, etc.)

· Vehicles for private or commercially-based transportation services (taxis, employee transportation, motor homes)
· High occupancy vehicle lanes or expanded roadway facilities.
